Extensive measures have been implemented by the authorities, both internationally and nationally, to prevent the spread 
of infection. This has had a negative effect on the economy in Norway and our trading partners. The Government's 
monetary policy instruments appear to have a good effect, and the situation in the financial markets has improved in Q2. 
The uncertainty in both the international and Norwegian economies remains significant.

Common equity tier 1 capital ratio of 15.7 percent and a solid leverage ratio of 9.1 percent. 
The Bank is well positioned to establish long-term funding from the Norwegian and international financial markets.

Investment in digitalisation and new technological solutions has given the bank a good ability to handle crises such as 
COVID-19, and gives the bank good opportunities to continue to improve customer experiences, market position and 
cost efficiency.

Sparebanken Sør is well positioned to further develop its role as a leading customer relation-oriented bank, with high 
cost efficiency, good growth and profitability.

The economic outlook for the bank's market area is considered uncertain for the rest of Norway. House prices in 
the bank's main markets have had a positive but moderate development over several years. The statistics for the 
second quarter showed a positive growth in house prices, but there is considerable uncertainty regarding future 
developments.

Summary

Sustainability is a focus area for the bank and ESG is integrated in our business strategy.
